Context
· This lesson is the second lesson in the Animals Unit.

Procedures
· Review what was learned yesterday (food chains and animal life cycle)

· Discuss what animals need to survive.  (food, shelter, water)

· Have students participate in endangered activity to show the affect on animals when their needs are not met.

· Read “Saving our Animals” to the class.

· Discuss terms: endangered and extinct, why animals become endangered, and what we can do to protect animals.  

· Discuss the difference between endangered and extinct.
· Show PowerPoint presentation on the ACTIV board of pictures of endangered animals.

· Explain and discuss the next activity as a class.  Show examples.

· Give each student a piece of plastic and a handout of endangered animals.  
· Have students color their plastic with the sharpies and colored pencils using the print out as a guide to draw animals.
