Context
· This lesson is the first lesson in the sensory poem unit.  

· In this lesson the students will use their sensory details to create poems about popcorn.

· After this lesson the students will be able to correctly write a poem using all five of their senses.

Procedures
Attention Getter:

“This week we are going to begin writing poems and we are going to work on using sensory details.”
· Review the five senses with students and list them on the board.
· Discuss how using the five senses in writing helps the reader truly “experience” what he/she reads.

· Give each student a handout with each of the five senses written and illustrated.  

· Ask each student to shut his/her eyes and hold out one hand open.  

· Place one kernel of popcorn in their hands.

· Ask students to only inspect it with their sense of touch…then once they’ve had some time doing this, ask them to guess what they are holding.
· Once they have guessed, allow them to look.

· Have them write their sensory details on the graphic organizer.

· Then talk about how it looks and how it smells.  

· Have students think about texture, size, color, shape, etc.

· Write these on their handouts next to the proper sense.

· If time permits students may share their descriptive words or use the thesaurus to find more descriptive words

Wrap up:

“Inform students that tomorrow they will experience the other senses”
