Popcorn Kernels 

Graphic organizer with each of the five senses listed 
Procedures
Attention Getter:

“Who can tell me what we did yesterday?  We used our senses to describe a kernel of popcorn.  Today we are going to use our other senses to describe the popcorn.”

· Review the five senses with students and quickly share a few of the sensory details that they came up with yesterday.

· Next, place a popcorn bag in the microwave.  Ask students to use their sense of hearing and smelling and write down their descriptive details in the graphic organizer.  Inform students that there must be complete silence.  

· Ask students to write about the transformation of the popcorn kernel.  They fill in the smells and sounds section.  Then write new things to the sight section.  

· Then each of the students will get a napkin full of popcorn and use their sense of taste to fill out their graphic organizer with descriptive taste details.

· If time permits students may share their descriptive words or use the thesaurus to find more descriptive words

Wrap up:

“Today we were able to use our senses to create great descriptive sensory details.  Tomorrow we will use these details to write our first draft of our popcorn poems!”
