Procedures
Attention Getter:

“Yesterday we used our sensory details to write descriptive words and phrases to describe the popcorn.  Today we are going to use those sensory details to create our popcorn poems.”

· Inform students that they are going to be writing a first draft of their popcorn poems.

· They are to use the details they listed on their graphic organizer to create a poem.

· They may write the poem from the perspective of being the popcorn kernel, from watching popcorn being popped, or from another perspective.  Allow students to be creative!!

· The only direction is that they are to use AT LEAST one sensory detail for each sense.  But inform students that their poem will be more interesting to read if they use a lot of sensory details.

· While students are writing model writing a popcorn poem.

Wrap up:

Inform students that they may finish writing their poems tomorrow and for those who are already finished I will give instructions on publishing poems.
