Context

Vocabulary Flip Charts (three total)
Procedures
Attention Getter:

“Yesterday we learned about sequence of events.  Today we are going to learn some new vocabulary words!  By the end of the day you are going to be experts of the vocabulary words!”
· Display vocabulary words on the ACTIV Board. (Flip Chart #1)
· Give students the opportunity to tell whatever they already know about these words.  

· Words to Know: amazed, bewildered, homeland, longed, sculptures, still, towering

· Then ask oral questions: (students should respond yes or no and give reasons for their choices)

· Would someone from the country be amazed to see towering skyscrapers? (yes)

· Does a bewildered person understand something clearly?  (no)

· Is your homeland a new place to visit?  (no)

· Have you ever longed to see a friend who lives far away?  (yes)

· Are you likely to find sculptures in a museum?  (yes)

· Are you calm after you still your nerves?  (yes)
· Review what each vocabulary word means on the ACTIV Board. (Flip Chart # 2 and #3).

· (Depending on student responses to the above oral questions, teacher may want to re-ask the questions after the definitions have been discussed—Teacher will assess if this is needed through participation and answers to questions)

· Go over expectations when someone is reading.

· Read page 68 about strategies that can be used when encountering a word that is not familiar.
· Discuss.

· Go over expectations when someone is reading.  Explain to students that they have one (or two) vocabulary word(s) on their desks.  Ask students that when their word is read quietly raise their hands and continue following along.  “I am looking to see if you can identify your word in the text.”

· Read page 69.  Students will become experts of a vocabulary word using sticky notes.  Each student will be given a vocabulary word and then when it is read, students who have that word will raise their hands. (Sticky notes will be on desks when students arrive).
· Ask students if there are any words in the text that could have more than one meaning.  

· Discuss.

· Review vocabulary words and meanings again on flip charts (#2 and #3).  
Wrap up:

· Ask students to turn to page 24 in workbooks and complete numbers 1-10.  Inform students that it is homework if they do not finish.

·  “Tomorrow we will begin reading Grandfather’s Journey”
