By creating a model the students will be able to identify the parts of a flower with accuracy.

· compare the different structures and functions of plants and animals that contribute to the growth, survival and reproduction of the organisms;

· make inferences about the relationship between structure and function in organisms.

Each plant or animal has structures that serve different functions in growth, survival and reproduction. For example, humans have distinct body structures for walking, holding, seeing and talking. Evidence about the relationship between structure and function should be used to make inferences and draw conclusions.

Materials for each student:

· 1 green pipe cleaner

· 1 yellow pipe cleaner, cut in half

· one 4 inch orange pipe cleaner 

· one 3 inch green tissue paper circle

· two 7 inch tissue paper circles, any color

· glue

· scissors

Procedures
Attention Getter:

“Today we are going to learn about the parts of a flower” 

Show PowerPoint on the parts of a flower.  
Model and give students directions for the activity:

1. Fold over both tips of each yellow pipe cleaner half.  Hold the pipe cleaner together and bend them in half to make stamens.

2. Fold over one tip of the orange pipe cleaner.  Wrap the other end of it around the stamens, to make a pistil.

3. Wrap one end of the green pipe cleaner around the stamens for a stem.

4. Squeeze a thin ring of glue in the center of one large tissue paper circle.

5. Carefully poke the stem through the center of the glue ring to make a petal.  Pinch the petal at the base of the stamens and pistil.

6. Repeat Step 5 with the second large circle to make another petal and then with a small green tissue paper circle to make a sepal.

7. Have students cut out labels and attach them to their flower model.

Have students fill in their parts of a flower handout.  Students may color if time permits.
Wrap up:

Review parts of a flower.
