Context
· This lesson is the second lesson from the Social Sciences unit.  

· In this lesson the students will be introduced to the four types of social scientists: economist, historian, geographer, and political scientist and will take a closer look at economists.  
· After this lesson the student will be familiar with the four types of social scientists.  They will also learn more about economists.  They will be introduced to the terms: social scientists, social sciences, economists, economy.  
Objectives

By reading 1.1 and 1.2 and completing a graphic organizer the students will be able to identify the four social sciences and illustrate a graphic organizer for an economist with 100% accuracy.

Procedures
Attention Getter:
Yesterday we became familiar with our text and we completed two graphic organizers.  Can anyone tell me what this chapter is about?  Today we are going to read the introduction to the chapter as a class and we will take a closer look at economists.  We will also take the information we learned about economists and decorate an economist’s hat.  
Procedure:

· Have students open their book to page 3.  

· Have students take turns reading aloud 1.1 as a class discuss and the meaning of the boldface terms, social science and social scientists.  (Inform students that the key terms are defined in the Glossary, found in the back of the book.  

· Have students take a look at the graphic organizer at the bottom of the page.  Ask students to examine the graphic organizer.  Discuss these questions as a class:

· Who are the people pictured here?

· What are they wearing?

· Based on the symbols on their hats, what might an economist be interested in?  A geographer? A political scientist?   A historian?

· What might be interesting about these fields of study?

· How might these fields of study help us better understand people?

· “We are going to be decorating hats just like the people in the picture are wearing.  We will be doing this for each of the four social scientists.”

· “Today we are going to read more about economists and after reading the section we will decorate a hat with appropriate pictures for an economist.”
· Have students take turns reading aloud 1.2 as a class and discuss the meaning of the boldface terms, economists and economy.  
· Discuss what the students read.

· Have students individually decorate their economist’s hat with appropriate pictures and words.  

Wrap-Up:
· If time permits students may share their work in a whole-class discussion and answer any questions.

· Inform students that tomorrow they will be learning more about the other three social scientists: political scientist, historian, and geographer and decorating hats for them.
