Lesson Title: __What are the Social Sciences? Sharing and Discussing Artifacts__
Context
· This lesson is the fourth lesson from the Social Sciences unit.

Resources, media and technology
· Flip chart: “Steps for Sharing and Discussing Artifacts”

· Student Artifact bags that students collected for homework

Procedures
Attention Getter:
“Yesterday finished reading about the four social sciences.  You also completed the homework assignment and gathered artifacts from home.  Today we are going to share and discuss the artifacts that were brought in.  We will think like social scientists!”
Procedure:

· Go over the flip chart of steps for sharing and discussing artifacts.

· Put students in groups.

· Give students 10-15 minuets to share their artifacts with group members and explain why they chose those particular artifacts.  Then, as a group students should select one artifact from each of the four social sciences and place into one bag.  (Inform students to remember which artifact they placed in the group bag to insure they get it back after the activity)

· Have students go back to their seats.  

· Inform students that the teacher will collect bags from students and give each group different bags of artifacts tomorrow.
Wrap-Up:
· Inform students that tomorrow they will get back into their groups and will look at a new bag of artifacts.  Also inform them that they will record their conclusions in the ISN on pages 4 and 5.
