Lesson Title: __What are the Social Sciences? Sharing and Discussing Artifacts (continued)_

Context
· This lesson is the fifth lesson from the Social Sciences unit and the completion of lesson four.

· In this lesson the students will be analyzing various artifacts that the various social scientists would use to study human behavior.  

· After this lesson the student will be familiar with the types of artifacts that the social scientist would use and be able to think like a social scientist.  

Objectives

By sharing artifacts the students will be able to determine and analyze which social scientist would be interested in the artifact with 100% accuracy.

Procedures
Attention Getter:
“Yesterday we were able to share the artifacts that we brought in.  As a group you also chose four artifacts that did a good job of representing each of the four social sciences and placed them in your group bag.  I collected the bags so that today we could get back into our groups and look at a different set of artifacts!   Again we will think like social scientists!  We will also complete our graphic organizers on page 4 and 5 of your Interactive Student Notebooks.      
Procedure:

· Go over the flip chart of steps for sharing and discussing artifacts.

· Inform students that once they get into their groups from yesterday, they should open the new bag of artifacts, take out all four artifacts, and discuss which artifact matches each of the four social sciences.  Inform students that economists, geographers, political scientists, and historians often study similar artifacts and evidence.  For example, a historian might be interested in an old postcard because it is evidence about the past.  An economist might be interested in the same artifact because the postcard was purchased, which reveals something about the economic choices people make.  A geographer might be interested in the postcard because it reveals something about place.  Encourage debate, but help students understand that there are many correct answers.  

· Inform students to record their conclusions in the ISN on pages 4 and 5.

· Have students go to their groups from yesterday.

· Teacher will give each group a different bag of artifacts.

Wrap-Up:
· Have students go back to their seats.
· As a class, have students share their conclusions with the class.
