Context

· After this lesson the student will be familiar with the final three social scientists. They will be introduced to the terms: geographer, political scientists, and historian.  

Objectives

By reading 1.3—1.5 and completing a graphic organizer the students will be able to identify the three social sciences: history, geography, and political science and illustrate a graphic organizer for each with 100% accuracy.

Procedures
Attention Getter:
Yesterday we read the introduction to the chapter and we took a closer look at economists.  We were also able to take the information we learned about economists and decorate an economist’s hat.  Today we are going to read to find out more information about geographers, historians, and political scientists and we will be able to decorate hats for them as well.
Procedure:

· Have students open their book to page 5.  

· Have students take turns reading aloud 1.3 as a class and discuss the meaning of the boldface term, geographer.  

· Discuss what the students read and answer questions.
· Have students individually decorate their geographer’s hat with appropriate pictures and words.  

· Have students turn to page 6.  

· Have students take turns reading aloud 1.4 as a class and discuss the meaning of the boldface term, political scientist.

· Discuss what the students read and answer questions.

· Have students individually decorate their political scientist’s hat with appropriate pictures and words. 

· Have students turn to page 7.  

· Have students take turns reading aloud 1.5 as a class and discuss the meaning of the boldface term, historian.
· Discuss what the students read and answer questions.

· Have students individually decorate their historian’s hat with appropriate pictures and words.  

· Have students turn to page 8.  

· Have students take turns reading aloud 1.6 as a class.
· Discuss what the students read and answer questions.

Wrap-Up:
· If time permits students may share their work in a whole-class discussion and answer any questions.

· Review the information about artifacts and evidence with them on the bottom of page 8.  

· Give student handout 1 for homework.  

· Inform students that tomorrow they will be sharing the artifacts that they gather with their classmates and will discuss which social scientist would be interested in the item.

· Go over expectations for this assignment and stress the importance of completing this assignment for the next day’s lesson.  Answer questions and give examples of what students might include in their bags for artifacts.  Stress that their artifacts must be small enough to fit in a small bag.
